History of Scrimshaw 
Scrimshaw is an art form that is consid-

ered by some to be the only art form 

that originated in America, since the art 

of Scrimshaw was first practiced by 

sailors working on whaling ships out of 

New England.  

The word Scrimshaw actually came 

from a slang expression that was used to 

refer to anything that was the product of 

a seaman's idle time, or items that were 

produced while engaged in the act of 

loafing. Today, a good example of 

Scrimshaw would be whittling on a 

stick and ending up with something that 

would be either decorative or even use-

ful. While out at sea there were often 

several weeks, or even 

months, that would pass 

between whale sightings. 

It was during that time that 

the sailors would practice 

their Scrimshaw.
